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The Research and Observation Guidelines
for the Protection and Preservation of Environment and Ecosystem
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Recognizing the importance to protect and preserve of environment and ecosystem, the
Japan Agency for Marine-Earth Science and Technology (JAMSTEC, hereinafter referred to
as the “Agency”) takes following items into consideration for the implementation of re-
search, observation and technical development for promotion of fundamental marine
research and development.

The Agency shall operate research facilities including instruments, vessels and remotely
operated vehicles for research and observation, with particular attention to protect and
preserve the environment and ecosystem.

The Agency shall make best efforts to minimize collection of samples as necessary as

possible with prioritization taking into account the importance of the protection and pre-
sentation of environment and ecosystem.
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
